Costa Brava  
The charming cities of Girona and Figueres in the Costa Brava region 
are excellent destinations for a day trip during your languages trip to 
Barcelona. Experience the medieval city of Girona, which has historical 
charm, beautiful architecture, and ample opportunities for shopping 
and sightseeing. Meanwhile, approximately 45 minutes away, the 
beautiful city of Figueres is home to the Dali Museum, which displays a 
wide collection of the iconic Spanish artists works. Here, you could also 
experience the city’s traditional outdoor markets, and see the largest 
18th century fortress in Europe, the castle of Sant Ferran. 

Costa Dorada  
A truly unique Roman city situated next to the sea, the historic Tarragona 
is a popular visit for Spanish Language groups. Here, you can explore 
the ancient Roman ruins and historical landmarks scattered across the 
city. Meanwhile, approximately 20 minutes away from Tarragona, you 
can find tranquil coastline and stretching golden beaches of Salou. Here, 
your students can take in the lively atmosphere of the town, relax along 
the coast, or enjoy an excursion to PortAventura Theme Park, which is 
located on the outskirts of the town.
